Significant trial court decisions include City of Qakland v. Oakland
Raiders on retrial after the Calif Supreme Court had ruled that eminent
domain law permitted cities to acquire hoth tangible and intangible
property {including the Oakland Raiders) if the property would be putto
public use |City of Oakland v. Oakland Raiders {1982} 32 C.3d 60,
183 C.R. 673,646 P.2d 835]. On the retrial Judge Agliano ruled that
the stated purpose for seeking the acquisition was not a public use, that
the city’s action was invalid under the federal antitrust law, and that its
action was invalid under the Commerce Clause (1J.S. Const, artI, § 8,
cl. 2). The court of appeal affirmed {City of Oakland v. Oakland
Raiders (1985) 174 C.A.3d4 414, 220 C.R. 1531, ruling that profes-
sional football is such a nationwide business and so completely involved

in interstate commerce that acquisition of the franchise by the city

through eminent domain would impermissibly burden interstate com-

merce, and consequently would violate the Commerce Clause.
